With reference to the Admission Notification No. 8-1/CSU/Acd./S.A/2025-26/1618, dated
13.02.2026 issued under the Setubandha Scholar Scheme, it is hereby clarified for the
information of all concerned that:

1.

Admission under the Scheme shall be made through an Integrated Postgraduate—
M.Sc. - PhD Academic Structure, as approved by the competent statutory authorities
of the University.

The said Integrated Structure has been approved on the recommendations of the
concerned Board of Studies and with the approval of the competent authority, keeping
in view the special academic objectives of the Setubandha Scholar Scheme, which seeks
to bridge traditional Gurukula-based scholarship with structured research under the
University framework.

All selected candidates shall initially undergo a Postgraduate Programme (M.Sc. in
Indian Knowledge System) with Research Orientation, designed to ensure parity,
methodological training, credit alignment and academic integration into the University
system.

Formal registration to the Ph.D. programme shall be made only upon:

i.  Successful completion of the PG Degree namely M.Sc. in Indian Knowledge
System and,

i.  Fulfilment of eligibility conditions as per UGC Regulations and University
Ordinances.

The duration of the Ph.D. shall be counted only from the date of formal Ph.D.
registration, strictly in accordance with UGC Regulations in force.

The programme is full-time and requires physical presence at the notified study
centre(s). Willingness to relocate, as directed by the competent authority is mandatory.
Degrees awarded under the Scheme shall be regular statutory degrees of Central
Sanskrit University, governed by the provisions of the CSU Act, Statutes, Ordinances,
and applicable UGC Regulations.

This clarification forms an integral part of the admission conditions under the Setubandha
Scholar Scheme.
